Six Nations Rebels 10 Oakville Buzz 9
OAKVILLE - The 3-time and current Back-2-Back Founders Cup and J.A. MacDonald Trophy champions, Six Nations Rebels needed
Kraig Maracle’s third goal of the game with two minutes left in regulation to evened the Best-of-Five Western Conference Quarter-Final
at 1-1 with a hard fought 10-9 thriller over the Oakville Buzz Sunday night at the Glen Abbey Rec Centre in Oakville.
The Rebels started Cody VanEvery in goal while Davide Diruscio started for the Buzz.
The Rebels Kraig Maracle opened the scoring just 31 seconds into the contest as he was being checked from behind by Buzz defender
Brad Galante. Oakville would tie it up on a Connor Gamble power play goal midway through the opening period. Buzz captain, Braden
Gallant gave them their 1% lead of the contest a couple of minutes later. Rebels defender Jason Johns would score his 1% goal of the
2009 season with 5:40 remaining as the two teams were knotted at 2-2 after 20 minutes of action.
Oakville outshot Six Nations 16-10 in the opening 20 minutes.
The Rebels chased starter, Diruscio from the Buzz net in the first 2:45 of the middle frame on goals by Kyle Isaacs, Russell Longboat
and Chadd Murphy for a 5-2 lead. The Buzz, Mark White would get one back with a successful penalty shot at 4:04. A couple of power
play goals by Isaacs and Danny Vyse put the Rebels up 7-3. However, after a goal by Brad Galante, White a pair of breakaway
markers, including a shorthanded effort by White as the teams would head to the second intermission with the Rebels clinging to a 7-6
lead after 40 minutes
Six Nations outshot Oakville 18-8 in the middle frame.
In the third period, the Rebels looked to have put the game away as Maracle (2™ of the game) and Jeremy Johns gave the Rebels a 9-
6 lead by the 10:25 mark of the third period. The Buzz Alex Kruse would score a power play marker at 10:58, Braden Gallant (2" of
the game) power play goal at 13:45 and a shorthanded effort by Kruse tied the game at 9-9 with 3:16 showing on the game clock. Just
when it appeared both team might be content on playing for an overtime session, Rebels Kraig Maracle would rip home his hat-trick
marker with two minutes left in regulation time for the game-winning-goal.
Six Nations was outshot 13-10 by Oakville in the third to hold a 38-37 edge for the entire contest.
The Rebels were led by Kraig Maracle with a five-point (3G, 2A) game. Chadd Murphy added four-points (1G, 3A). Jeremy Johns
contributed three-points (1G, 2A). Kyle Isaacs (2G), Russell Longboat (1G, 1A), Randy Martin (2A) and Andy Jamieson (2A). Single
Rebels points were Jason Johns (1G), Danny Vyse (1G), Jesse Johnson (1A), Jacob Crans (1A), Jake Bomberry (1A) and Ryley Johnson
(1A).
The Buzz points were led by Mark White with a four-point (1G, 3A) game. Buzz captain, Braden Gallant had a three-point (2G, 1A)
night. Alex Kruse (2G), Connor Gamble (1G, 1A) and Dylan Gilbert (2A) had two-point games each. Single Buzz points were by Brad
Galante (1G), Eric Crepinsek (1A), Bryan Campbell (1A), J. A. McDougall (1A), Mike Dawson (1A) and goalie Davide Diruscio (1A).
