Six Nations Rebels 16 Wallaceburg Red Devils 4 
OHSWEKEN – The 3-time Founders Cup champions, Six Nations Rebels made it 8-and-0 to start the 2010 OLA Jr B 
Regular season following 16-4 romp over the Wallaceburg Red Devils Sunday night at the Gaylord Powless Arena before 
556 lacrosse fans.  
This was the 23rd meeting between the Rebels and Red Devils since 1997 with Six Nations winning 16 of the regular 
season matches. 
The Red Devils started Kirby Celotto in goal while the Rebels countered with Warren Hill between the pipes. 
The Rebels rookie, Josh Johnson opened the scoring just 50 seconds into the contest. Things did not get much better 
for the Red Devils as they dressed only 14 runners on the evening. Rebels Torrey VanEvery and Vaughn Harris made 
it 3-0 by the 5:40 mark. Rebels newcomer, Korey Davis added a shorthanded goal at 6:47 for a 4-0 lead. Six Nations 
was done as Chris Attwood made it 5-0 at 8:47. This prompted Red Devils coach Kim O’Neil to make a goalie change 
as Haven Moses took to guarding the Wallaceburg net. Attwood added two more for his hat-trick before the end of the 
1st period for a 7-0 lead as the teams headed to the dressing rooms. 
The Red Devils were outshot 23-10 by the Rebels in the opening 20-minutes. 
The Red Devils finally got on the board as Clint Lamarsh connected on a particle breakaway 55 seconds into the middle 
frame. Rebels got goals from Stuart Martin, Vaughn Harris and Jacob Bomberry for a 10-1 at 9:02. Wallaceburg got 
one back as Lamarsh made it a 10-2 score at 9:54. Torrey VanEvery and OLA Jr B Regular season scoring leader, 
Wayne VanEvery made it 12-2 at the 16:31 mark of the 2nd period. The Red Devils switched goals, Moses out and 
Celotto in after the 12th Rebels goal. The score would remain 12-2 for the remainder of the period.  
The Rebels outshot the Red Devils 21-7 shots each in the middle stanza. 
In the third period the Red Devils Jordan VanDamme connected for a power play goal at 2:06. Rebels Vaughn Harris 
completed his hat-trick on the night at 4:48. Rebels leading scorer, Wayne VanEvery would take over the rest of the 
night by scoring at 6:35, 7:27 and 12:54 to round out the Rebels scoring on the night. The Red Devils changed goalies 
again after the Rebels 16th goal with 7:06 remaining on the clock as Moses came back into the Wallaceburg cage. 
Wallaceburg managed to finish the scoring as Clint Lamarsh (3rd of the night) got the last goal with 3:56 on the clock. 
The Rebels outshot the Red Devils 20-9 in the third and 64-26 for the entire contest. 
The Rebels were led by Chris Attwood with a Rebels club record of 12-point (3G, 9A) in one game night. OLA Jr B 
current scoring leader, Wayne VanEvery (4G, 2A) added six-points. Rebels Vaughn Harris (3G, 1A) and rookie, Jacob 
Bomberry (1G, 3A) contributed four-points each. Rebels Game MVP, Torrey VanEvery (2G, 1A) and rookie Josh 
Johnson (1G, 2A) added three-points. Rebels rookie Stuart Martin (1G, 1A), Assistant captain Jesse Johnson (2A) 
and rookie Alex Martin (2A) finished the night with two-point games. Single Rebels points were by Korey Davis (1G), 
Brandon Montour (1A), Carney Johnson (1A), G. Dylan Johnson (1A) and goalie Warren Hill (1A).  
The Red Devils were led by Game MVP, Clint Lamarsh (3G, 1A) with four-points. Single Red Devils points were by 
Jordan VanDamme (1G), Jesse Reaume (1A) and Red Devils captain Reid Miller (1A). 
The Rebels travel to the Dave Andreychuk Arena next game Friday night at 7:00 PM to battle the South West Division 
rivals’, Hamilton Bengals.  
The Red Devils travel to Forest Glade Arena Thursday night for an 8:00 PM tilt with the Windsor Clippers.
