Six Nations Rebels 14 Sarnia Pacers 6  
OHSWEKEN – The 3-time Founders Cup champions, Six Nations Rebels continued to remain perfect after 11 of the 2010 
OLA Jr B Regular season games following a 14-6 triumph over the Sarnia Pacers Friday night before 572 fans at the 
Gaylord Powless Arena.  
This was the 20th meeting between the Rebels and Pacers since 1997 with Six Nations winning their 13th game of the 
series including the last 5 in a row.  
The Pacers started Justin Matthews in goal while the Rebels countered with Klayton Maracle between the pipes.  
The Rebels Torrey VanEvery opened the scoring 2:29 into the contest. A couple of Rebels power play goals by Jacob 
Bomberry (3:32) and Chris Attwood (14:15) made it a 3-0 Six Nations lead after 20 minutes of play.  
The Rebels outshot the Pacers 18-17 in the opening 20-minutes.  
In the middle frame, Wayne VanEvery (3:23) and James Mt. Pleasant (3:31) scored eight seconds apart to give the Rebels 
a 5-0 lead. Sarnia got on the scoreboard as captain Riley Thompson netted a power play goal at 5:26. Chris Attwood (2nd of 
the game) restored the five goal lead with a shorthanded marker 6:56. The Pacers Thompson added his second power play 
goal at 10:33. Rebels Vaughn Harris scored the eventual game-winning-goal at 11:03. Rebels veteran Jeremy Johns upped 
the score to 8-2 at 13:57. Pacers coaching staff opted to change goalies by pulling Matthews and putting Liew Falla in the 
Sarnia cage at this point in the contest. Pacers leading scorer, Jimmy Purves scored an unassisted marker at 15:04. Rebels 
Jacob Bomberry (2nd of the game) connected with a power play goal at 16:56. Pacers coaches replaced Falla with Matthews 
after that goal. T. J. Mara put the Pacers closer to the Rebels at 17:25 only to have Rebels Wayne VanEvery (2nd of the 
game) made it 10-4 before the end of the second period.  
The Rebels outshot the Pacers 24-16 in the middle frame.  
In the third period, the Chris Attwood completed his hat-trick just 28 seconds into the final frame with a power play goal. The 
Pacers Lance Ross scored just 9 seconds later. Wayne VanEvery completed his hat-trick at 6:36 with his power play goal. 
Pacers Mitch Doughty scored his 1st goal of the season on a breakaway at 10:10. Rebels Vaughn Harris (2nd of the game) 
made it 13-6 just 30 second later. Wayne VanEvery retook over the OLA Jr B scoring lead with his 7th point of the game at 
14:48 to round out the scoring on the night  
The Rebels outshot the Pacers 19-18 in the third period to finishing with a 61-51 edge in shots on the night.  
The Rebels led by game MVP Wayne VanEvery (4G, 4A) with an 8-point performance. Chris Attwood (3G, 4A) added a 7-
point game. Jacob Bomberry (2G, 4A) contributed a 6-point game. J. Quinn Powless (5A) added a five-point night. Vaughn 
Harris (2G, 2A) finished with 4-points on the night. Jeremy Johns (1G, 2A) completed a hat-trick of points. Rebels Rodd 
Squire (2A) and Carney Johnson (2A) added two-points each. Single Rebels points were by Torrey VanEvery (1G), James 
Mt. Pleasant (1G), Johnson Jimerson (1A) and Jesse Johnson (1A).  
The Pacers were led by their game MVP and captain Riley Thompson (2G), Jimmy Purves (1G, 1A), T. J. Mara (1G, 
1A) and Chris Gibbs (2A) with a pair of points each. Single Pacers points were by Lance Ross (1G), Mitch Doughty 
(1G) and Aaron Schieman (1A).  
The Rebels travel to the Forest Glade Arena Saturday to battle Far West Division leading, Windsor Clippers for a 7:00 PM 
start.  
The Pacers will follow the Rebels to the Forest Glade Arena for a Tuesday night battle with the Windsor Clippers for an 
8:00 PM start.
