Six Nations Rebels 12 Oakville Buzz 4 
OAKVILLE – The 3-time Founders Cup champions, Six Nations Rebels made it 15 wins in 15 starts at the ¾ mark of the 
OLA Jr B League regular season as they defeated the Oakville Buzz 12-4 Sunday night at the Maple Grove Arena. The 
game had originally been scheduled to be played at the Glen Abbey Rec Centre, however due to arena scheduling 
conflicts with Oakville Minor Lacrosse the game was moved the Buzz original home rink when they first entered the 
league in 2001. 
The two teams have met 7 times in the regular season since 2001 with the Rebels winning all 7 regular season games, 
including the Rebels 12-10 win earlier this season on May 2nd at the Gaylord Powless Arena. 
The Buzz started Graeme Kirkness in goal while the Rebels countered with Warren Hill between the pipes. 
The Rebels J. Quinn Powless opened the scoring at 3:43 of the first period. OLA Jr B league leading scorer, Wayne 
VanEvery connected with a power play goal less than three minutes later for a 2-0 lead. The Buzz got on the scoreboard 
as Connor Gamble fired home a power play goal at 11:46. Wayne VanEvery made it a 3-1 Rebels 36 seconds later. 
There would be a 25 minute delay in the game as Oakville’s Alex Kruse was called for delay of game when he hit his 
stick into the glass as he was making a line change at 16:04. The glass in the Buzz penalty box shattered to cause the 
delay. When play resumed, Rebels rookie sniper, Jacob Bomberry made it a 4-1 score with an extra man advantage at 
16:36. The Buzz Robert Bentivegna cut the lead in half at 18:51. However, the Rebels Jacob Bomberry netted 
another power play goal and eventual Game-Winning-Goal with just 5 seconds left on the clock for a 5-2 Rebels lead after 
20 minutes of play. 
The Rebels held a 16-11 edge shots on goal for the 1st period. 
In the middle frame the Rebels put away any doubt in the outcome of the game by middle of the second period as they 
outscored the Buzz 6-1. The Rebels got two quick goals from Wayne VanEvery at the 1:00 mark and 3:32 on the power 
play for his fourth goal of the game. The goal at 3:32 was also a monumental moment as it was Wayne VanEvery 100th 
career Jr B goal as a Six Nations Rebels in his 5 year junior career. Wayne VanEvery is also current OLA Jr B scoring 
league with 81 (44G, 37A) points to date. Chris Attwood (3:59) scored next on the power play. The Buzz coaches opted 
to relieve starter, Kirkness in favour of Tyler Sullivan at 3:59. Rebels Torrey VanEvery greeted Sullivan with a 
power play goal at 4:46. Vaughn Harris added another power play goal at 9:40 for a 10-2 Rebels lead. The Buzz got a 
goal from Spencer Gallant at 13:41 only to have Rodd Squire score at 16:56 for an 11-3 Rebels after 40 minutes. 
The Rebels outshot the Buzz 26-16 in the middle frame. 
The third period was very little in the intensity scale as only two goal were scored. Oakville’s Bryan Cole put one shot 
into the Rebels cage at 17:58 only to have Rebels Jacob Crans net his 1st goal of the 2010 season at 19:14. 
The Rebels were outshot by the Buzz 12-10 in the third period, however finished with a 52-39 edge in shots on the night. 
The Rebels were led by game MVP, Jacob Bomberry (2G, 3A) and Chris Attwood with a 5-point nights each.  Wayne 
VanEvery (4G), Torrey VanEvery (1G, 3A) and Jeremy Johns (4A) 4-point games. Vaughn Harris (1G, 1A) and 
Jacob Crans (1G, 1A) had 2-point nights. Single Rebels points were by J. Quinn Powless (1G), Rodd Squire (1G), 
Russell Longboat (1A), Johnson Jimerson (1A), Jesse Johnson (1A), Stuart Martin (1A), and goalie, Warren Hill 
(1A). 
The Buzz were led by Spencer Gallant (1G, 1A), Tyler Albrecht (2A) and Patrick Corbett (2A). Single Buzz points 
were by Connor Gamble (1G), Robert Bentivegna (1G), Bryan Cole (1G), Alex Kruse (1A) and Buzz game MVP 
Jack Matthews (1A). 
The Rebels travel to the Elora Community Centre Wednesday night an 8:00 PM faceoff against the Mid West Division 
leading, Elora Mohawks. 
The Buzz will host the Hamilton Bengals at the Glen Abbey Rec Centre Friday night with an 8:00 PM start.
