Six Nations Rebels 8 Elora Mohawks 5 
ELORA – The 3-time Founders Cup 
champions, Six Nations Rebels made it 16 wins 
in 16 starts in the OLA Jr B League regular 
season as they came-from-behind to defeat the 
Elora Mohawks 8-5 Wednesday night at the 
Elora Community Centre before a standing 
room only crowd.  
The two teams have met 19 times during the 
regular season since 1997 with the Rebels 
winning 10 regular season games. Elora and 
Rebels have met five times in the post-season 
with the Mohawks holding a 3-2 edge in series 
wins including the 2009 Western Conference 
Final in five games. 
With the win, the Rebels magic number to 
clinch the regular season Western Conference 
title is two. Any combination of two wins by Six 
Nations or two losses by Elora or a Six Nations 
win and an Elora loss will give the Rebels home 
floor advantage for all Western Conference 
playoff games.

The Mohawks started Ricky McGarr in goal while the Rebels countered with Klayton Maracle between the pipes. 
The Rebels got out to an early 2-0 lead on goals by Jeremy Johns (5:28) and Vaughn Harris (7:58). The Mohawks 
Mark Pfohl got one back at 9:28. Neither team were able to beat either goalie the rest of the 1st period as the Rebels 
held a 14-12 edge in shots. 
Elora connected for the first three goals of the 2nd period as Mark Pfohl (2:37), Jake Weidner (7:26) and Mark Pfohl 
(3rd of the game – 10:02) on the power play for a 4-2 Elora lead. Rebels coach opted for a goalie change to slow the 
momentum the Mohawks had going as Don Alton took over at the 10:02 mark. The move worked as Rebels Torrey 
VanEvery made it a one-goal game just 28 seconds later. The Mohawks regained a two-goal lead as Kyle Goss scored 
with a man advantage at 15:01. This would be the last goal of the game for Elora. Rebels game MVP, Vaughn Harris 
netted his 2nd goal of the game on the power play with 3:46 showing on the game clock of the middle frame. 
The Mohawks held a 15-14 edge shots on goal for the 2nd period. 
The Rebels excitement continued in the 3rd period as Torrey VanEvery (2nd of the game) tied the game at 1:19. 
Vaughn Harris showed why he was the Rebels Game MVP as he scored the Game-Winning-Goal, his 3rd of the game 
and 2nd power play goal of the contest at 6:39. Torrey VanEvery (hat-trick) added an insurance marker with 6:11 left in 
the third.
