Six Nations Rebels 18 Oakville Buzz 9 
OHSWEKEN – The 3-time Founders Cup 
champions, Six Nations Rebels made it 19 wins in 
19 starts with 1 game remaining in the OLA Jr B 
League regular season as they doubled up on the 
Oakville Buzz 18-9 Friday night at the Gaylord 
Powless Arena before 550 lacrosse fans on Fan 
Appreciation Night. The Rebels will look to 
complete their 2nd perfect Regular season (20-and-
0) in three years. The Rebels accomplished that 
feat in 2008 which was capped off with a 
Founders Cup championship in Guelph, Ontario. 
The 550 spectators gave the Rebels a home total 
attendance of 5,414 for all 10 games in 2010. 
The two teams have met 8 times in the regular 
season since 2001 with the Rebels winning all 8 
regular season games, including the Rebels 12-10 
win earlier this season on May 2nd at the Gaylord 
Powless Arena and 12-4 on June 6th at the Maple 
Grove Arena. 
The Buzz started Tyler Sullivan in goal while the 
Rebels countered with Warren Hill between the 
pipes. 
Prior to the start of the contest the Rebels made a 
presentation to Wayne VanEvery for scoring his 
100th career Jr B goal back on June 6th in a game 
against Oakville. 
The Buzz Spencer Gallant opened the scoring 
just 71 seconds into the contest. However it was all Rebels the remaining 18:49 as the Rebels would take a 5-1 lead into 
the 1st intermission on goals by Wayne VanEvery (PPG @ 6:27), Jacob Bomberry twice (PPG @ 7:42 and an even 
strength goal @ 8:12), Chris Attwood (13:48) and Vaughn Harris (15:04).

The Rebels held a 25-12 edge shots on goal for the 1st period. 
The Rebels would outscore the Buzz 5-4 in the second period as Chris Attwood netted his 2nd of the game on the power 
play 73 into the second period to get things started. The Buzz got goals by Kevin Harper (1:21) and Bryan Cole (3:01) 
on the power play. The Vaughn Harris gave the Rebels a 7-3 lead at 3:58. J. Quinn Powless fired home a pair with 
the first on the power play @ 6:52 and an even strength goal @ 7:33. The transition game got the Buzz closer as Cedric 
Soubry (11:11) and Connor Gamble (16:39) cut the score to 9-5. Rebels sensational rookie, Jacob Bomberry made it 
10-5 at 17:07 with the eventual Game-Winning-Goal. 
Rebels outshot the Buzz 17-14 in the second period.  
The Buzz got off on the right foot as Patrick Corbett netted a shorthanded effort just 26 seconds into the third period. 
The Buzz then followed by a marker from their captain, Braden Gallant at 2:14 to cut the lead down to 10-7. Rebels 
Wayne VanEvery hit another milestone by scoring his 50th goal of the 2010 regular season at 2:14. Chris Attwood 
followed with his 3rd of the game at 6:17. The Buzz Bryan Cole made it 12-8 at 10:04 only to have Vaughn Harris 
connect with his 3rd of the contest 24 seconds later. Defender, Bryan Campbell scored the visitors final goal of the 
game at 13:02. Rebels Jesse Johnson and Vaughn Harris (4th & 5th) would add a pair of goals each in the 4 ½ 
minutes which Carney Johnson finished off the scoring with just 20 second left showing on the game clock.  
The Rebels outshot the Buzz 18-12 in the final frame and 60-38 for the entire contest. 
The Rebels were led by Vaughn Harris (5G, 6A) with a career high 11 points. Jacob Bomberry (3G, 7A) added 10 
points. Chris Attwood (3G, 3A) finished with a 6-point night. Rebels Game MVP, J. Quinn Powless (2G, 3A) and 
Torrey VanEvery (5A) had 5-point games. OLA Jr B Scoring leader, Wayne VanEvery (2G, 2A) had a 4-point night. 
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Jesse Johnson (2G, 1A) and Tony Doxtator (3A) enjoyed 3-point nights each. Single Rebels points were by Carney 
Johnson (1G), Jason Johns (1A), Jacob Crans (1A), Johnson Jimerson (1A), and goalie, Warren Hill (1A). 
The Buzz were led Game MVP Bryan Cole (2G, 1A) and captain Braden Gallant (1G, 2A) with 3-points each. Connor 
Gamble (1G, 1A) Patrick Corbett (1G, 1A) and Brad Galante (2A) had 2-point games. Single Buzz points were by 
Spencer Gallant (1G), Kevin Harper (1G), Cedric Soubry (1G), Bryan Campbell (1G), Robert Bentivegna (1A), 
Tyler Albrecht (1A) and goalie Tyler Sullivan (1A). 
The Rebels travel to the Merritton Lions Arena Sunday night for a 7:00 PM faceoff against the St. Catharines Spartan 
Warriors. 
The Buzz will host the Windsor Clippers at the Glen Abbey Rec Centre Saturday night with a 7:00 PM start.
