Six Nations Rebels 10 St. Catharines Spartan Warriors 6 
OHSWEKEN – The 3-time Founders Cup 
champions, Six Nations Rebels completed 
the perfect OLA Regular season (20 wins in 
20 games) with a 10-6 win over the St. 
Catharines Spartan Warriors Sunday night 
at the Merritton Lions Arena. This was the 
2nd time in 3 years the Rebels 
accomplished the perfect regular season. 
The Rebels accomplished that feat in 2008 
which was capped off with a Founders Cup 
championship in Guelph, Ontario.

The two teams have met 35 times in the 
regular season since 1997 with the Rebels 
winning their 18th game against 16 losses 
and 1 tie. The Rebels defeated the Spartan 
Warriors 15-3 back on April 30th at the 
Gaylord Powless Arena. 
The Spartan Warriors started Gavin Lecky in goal while the Rebels countered with Don Alton between the pipes. 
The Spartan Warriors blew the game open early as they jumped out to a 5-1 lead by the 8:56 mark of the 1st period. St. 
Catharines got goals from Dillon Hendsbee (2:02), Drew Thomas (5:24), Mike Melnychenko (5:49). Jimmy 
Sheehan (13:35) and Shane Dunkley (8:56) while the Rebels had a goal by J. Quinn Powless at 2:40. Rebels 
coaching staff pulled starter Alton at 5:24. Klayton Maracle was in goal for the 1 shot which Melnychenko fired home 
his marker. Alton was back in for the rest of the contest. The Rebels travel legs must have worn off as they slowly got 
back into the contest as Vaughn Harris connected at 12:21 to cut the lead to 5-2. The Rebels J. Quinn Powless (2nd 
and 3rd goals of the game) got the lead down to one with a pair of goals (18:29 and 19:00) just 31 seconds apart. Rebels 
goalie, Alton was on the bench for an extra-attacker when Powless scored at the 19:00 mark. 
The Spartan Warriors held a 17-10 edge shots on goal for the 1st period. 
The 2nd period was all Rebels as Jacob Bomberry would tie the contest at 2:18. Jeremy Johns added a power play 
marker at 13:02 for the Rebels 1st lead of the contest. The OLA Jr B Scoring champion, Wayne VanEvery would score 
the eventual Game-Winning-Goal just 31 seconds later for a 7-5 Rebels lead after 40 minutes. 
Rebels outshot the Spartan Warriors 15-8 in the second period.  
The third period saw the Rebels extended their lead to 10-5 on goals by Jacob Bomberry (0:26), Wayne VanEvery 
(2:12) and Torrey VanEvery (9:44). Wayne VanEvery collected his 100th point of the season with an assist on Torrey 
VanEvery goal at 9:44. The Spartan Warriors Jimmy Sheehan rounded out the scoring on the night at 12:29. 
Both teams had 12 shots on goal in the final frame and finished 37-37 for the entire contest. 
The Rebels were led by Wayne VanEvery (2G, 4A) with a 6-point game. J. Quinn Powless (3G, 2A) earned Game MVP 
honours with his 5-point game. Jacob Bomberry (2G, 1A) and Chris Attwood (3A) finished with 3-points each. 
Vaughn Harris (1G, 1A), Torrey VanEvery (1G, 1A) and Jesse Johnson (2A) 2-point nights apiece. Single Rebels 
points were by Jeremy Johns (1G), Carney Johnson (1A) and Stu Martin (1A). 
The Spartan Warriors were led Game MVP Jimmy Sheehan (2G) and Mike Melnychenko (1G, 1A) with 2-point games 
each. Single Spartan Warriors points were by Dillon Hendsbee (1G), Drew Thomas (1G), Shane Dunkley (1G), Kyle 
Winterbottom (1A), Mike Bosse (1A), Jake Ciaramella (1A), Kyle Potter (1A) and goalie Gavin Lecky (1A). 
The Rebels and the St. Catharines Spartan Warriors will open their 2010 Post-season series up Friday night at the Gaylord 
Powless Arena with an 8:00 PM faceoff.
