VIRGIL – The 3-time Founders Cup champions, Six Nations Rebels made it 5-and-0 to start the 2010 regular season as 
they travelled to the Meridian Credit Union Arena for the Niagara Thunderhawks 2010 regular season home opener. The 
Rebels spoiled the party by defeating the Niagara Thunderhawks 16-7 Saturday night before 171 lacrosse fans. 
This was the 20th meeting between the Rebels and Thunderhawks since 2003 with Six Nations now winning 17 of those 
matches. 
The Thunderhawks started Julian Fauzey in goal while the Rebels countered with Warren Hill between the pipes. 
The Thunderhawks’ Tom Owen opened the scoring at 2:34 with power play marker. However, the Rebels would score the 
next six goals (Wayne VanEvery, Tony Doxtator, J. Quinn Powless, Chris Attwood, Wayne VanEvery and Rodd Squire) for 
a 6-1 lead before the Thunderhawks hit with another power play marker with just 12 seconds remaining in the opening 
frame.  The Rebels outshot the Thunderhawks 28 to 10 in the opening 20-minutes. 
Rebels 15 year-old rookie Jacob Bomberry made it 7-2 at 3:32 only to have the Thunderhawks captain, Dean Janzen 
respond 51 seconds later. Rebels Chris Attwood would score the eventual game-winning-goal just 29 seconds later for an 
8-3.  Niagara’s Gaehnewrawene Printup and Tom Owen (2nd of the game) tried to make a game of it by scoring less than 
two minutes apart, however the Rebels would score the next four of five goals to put the game out of reach for the 
Thunderhawks as Attwood, Vaughn Harris, Carney Johnson and Attwood (4th of the game) made it a 12-6 score after 40 
minutes. Janzen scored his 2nd of the game for the Thunderhawks 6th marker. The Rebels and Thunderhawks had 18 
shots each in the middle stanza. 
The third period the Rebels got goals from Tony Doxtator, Rodd Squire and Jacob Bomberry (twice for his hat-trick) 
rounded out their scoring while Bryson Filipetti responded for Niagara for the 16-7 final. Rebels outshot Niagara 15-10 in 
the third for a 61-38 edge in shots for the entire contest. 
The Rebels were led by Game MVP, Chris Attwood (4G, 2A) and his 6-point performance. OLA Jr B current scoring leader, 
Wayne VanEvery (2G, 3A) added 5-points. Jacob Bomberry (3G, 1A) contributed four-points on the night. Tony Doxtator 
(2G, 1A), Rodd Squire (2G, 1A), Vaughn Harris (1G, 2A), Jeremy Johns (3A), Torrey VanEvery (3A) and Jesse Johnson 
(3A) finished with three-point nights apiece. J. Quinn Powless (1G, 1A) and Stuart Martin (2A) added two-points each.

David Evert added three 
helpers. Captain Dean Janzen (2G), Gaehnewrawene Printup (1G, 1A), Zach Antone (1G, 1A) and Anthony Patterson (2A) 
added a pair of points each.
