Rebels complete series sweep of Wallaceburg 
SIX NATIONS - The 3-time Founders Cup champions and 
2012 Founders Cup hosts’ Six Nations Rebels completed the 
3-game sweep of Wallaceburg Red Devils to win the Best-of-
Five Western Conference Quarter-Final series following a 
convincing 16-5 win Thursday night before 497 spectators at 
the Iroquois Lacrosse Arena. 
 
The Red Devils started Ryan Schuetzkowski in goal while 
the Rebels started, Don Alton. 
 
The Rebels and Red Devils traded a pair of goals each for 
the first half of the opening period as Jesse Johnson (2:34) 
and Tyler Leblanc (7:00) scored for the Rebels while Clint 
Lamarsh (3:17 – power play) and Brandon Lilley (8:04) 
scored for the visitors. Jacob Bomberry (17:35) would 
start the Rebels on a 14-goal scoring spree. Vaughn Harris 
(19:47) added a shorthanded goal for 4-2 Rebels lead after 
20 minutes of play. Rebels outshot the Red Devils 20-11 in 
the first period. 
 
The Rebels would end any doubt of a game four by 
outscoring the Red Devils 9-0 in the middle frame. The 
Rebels got 2nd period goals from Brandon Montour (0:55), 
Ian Martin (2:23), Danny Vyse (8:53), Bomberry (2nd of 
the game at 13:05), Harris (2nd of the game at 13:21), J. Quinn Powless (14:55), Stuart Martin (17:32), Ian Martin (2nd of the 
game at 18:58) and Harris (power play goal – hat-trick at 19:47). The Wallaceburg coaches did make a goalie change by replacing the 
starter with Kirby Celotto at 13:21. Rebels outshot the Red Devils 17-14 in the second period.

The third period saw Red Devils starter, Schuetzkowski back between the pipes at the opening faceoff. When the action started, 
Rebels Chris Attwood (power play at 3:09), Dallas John (power play at 4:11) and Stuart Martin (2nd of the game at 4:16) 
completed the Rebels scoring on the night. The Red Devils Lamarsh fired home his 2nd of the game at 5:35 to end the Rebels scoring 
streak. Jordan Durston added a pair of power play goal at 9:15 and 14:05 to finish the scoring off for their season. Rebels were 
outshot the Red Devils 11-10 in the third period, however the Rebels finished with a 47-36 edge for the entire contest. 
 
The Rebels were led by Jesse Johnson (1G, 5A) and Chris Attwood (1G, 5A) with a 6-point game each. Brandon Montour (1G, 
4A) dished out 5-points. Ian Martin (2G, 2A) contributed a 4-point night. Vaughn Harris (3G), Stuart Martin (2G, 1A), Tyler 
Leblanc (1G, 2A), Dallas John (1G, 2A) all had 3-point games. Jacob Bomberry (2G), Danny Vyse (1G, 1A), J. Quinn Powless 
(1G, 1A) and Tony Doxtator (2A) added 2-points apiece. Single Rebels points were by captain Alex Martin (1A), Jacob Crans (1A) 
and Spencer Hill (1A). 
 
The Red Devils were lead by Clint Lamarsh (2G, 2A) and Jordan Durston (2G, 2A). Captain Rob Pollock (2A) and Brendan 
Shepley (2A) contributed 2-points each. Single Red Devils points were by Brandon Lilley (1G), Joel Shepley (1A) and Tyson Isaac 
(1A). 
 
The Rebels advance to the Western Conference Semi-Finals. The Rebels will face the lowest pointed seed in the next round against an 
opponent yet to be determined.
