Six Nations Rebels 11 Oakville Buzz 7 
OHSWEKEN - The 3-time and current Back-2-Back Founders Cup and J.A. MacDonald Trophy champions, Six Nations Rebels move 
back into the South West Division lead win an 11-7 win over the South West Division rival, Oakville Buzz Friday night before 370 
lacrosse fans at the Gaylord Powless Arena. The win moved the Rebels into a first place tie with the Welland Warlords with 25 points 
each, however the Rebels have the tie-breaker over Welland. Both teams will finish the season off against the Niagara Thunderhawks. 
The Rebels host Niagara Sunday night while the Warlords host the T-hawks Tuesday night. 
The Rebels started Cody VanEvery in goal while Tyler Glebe started for the Buzz. 
The Rebels All-Star representative, Kraig Maracle opened the scoring at 5:37 and Jeremy Johns would add a power play marker at 
12:40 to give the home squad a 2-0 lead. The Buzz got one back as Spencer Gallant notched a power play goal at 16:50. 
Six Nations outshot Oakville 18-8 in the opening 20 minutes. 
Rebels Jeremy Johns fired his 2nd of the game and captain Marty Hill put the Rebels up 4-1 just a little over five minutes into the 
second stanza. The Buzz Connor Gamble cut the Rebels lead in half at 7:43 with a power play goal. Maracle would fire home his 2nd of 
the game at 14:19 for a 5-2 Rebels lead heading into the 2nd intermission. 
Six Nations outshot Oakville 20-16 in the middle frame. 
In the third period, the Buzz, Jamie Elliott won the opening faceoff and raced in to score just 10 seconds off the clock. However the 
Rebels would score the next 5 goals (Maracle – 3rd of the game; J. Quinn Powless, Ryley Johnson, Marty Hill – 2nd of the game and J. 
Quinn Powless – 2nd of the game) for a 10-3 lead with 10:43 remaining. Oakville coaching staff pulled starter, Glebe in favour of 
Diruscio at the 5:10 mark of the third period. 
The Rebels appeared to let up and the Buzz took advantage as Connor Gamble would net a pair goals 82 seconds apart for a 10-5 
score. Rebels J. Quinn Powless would get one back with a power play marker 57 seconds later for an 11-5 score. Spencer Gallant 
would net a pair 70 seconds apart to round out the scoring on the night.  
Six Nations outshot Oakville 19-16 in the third to hold a 57-40 edge for the entire contest. 
The Buzz would finish the night 2 of 7 on the power play goals with a shorthanded marker while the Rebels were 3 of 8 with the extra 
man. 
The Rebels were led by their game MVP Andy Jamieson and his 7 helpers. Kraig Maracle added five points (3G, 2A). Jeremy Johns 
contributed four points (2G, 2A). Rebels captain Marty Hill (2G, 1A), J. Quinn Powless (2G, 1A) and Wayne VanEvery (1G, 2A) 
contributed three-point games each. Vaughn Harris had a pair of helpers on the night. Single Rebels points were by Ryley Johnson 
(1G), Randy Martin (1A), Danny Vyse (1A) and Jesse Johnson (1A).  
The Buzz points were by their game MVP, Spencer Gallant with a five-point (3G, 2A) game. Connor Gamble (3G) and Mike Dawson (3A) 
contributed three-points apiece. Jamie Elliott (1G, 1A) and Buzz captain, Braden Gallant (2A) finished with two-points each. Single Buzz 
points were by Dylan Gilbert (1A) and Alex Kruse (1A).  
The Rebels will host the St. Catharines Spartan Warriors Friday night at the Gaylord Powless Arena for an 8:00 p.m. start.
